Asia’s Premier Business Award launched in the Philippines

Just like previous Stevie awardees, winners of the Asia Pacific Stevie Awards will benefit from the recognition within the highly competitive Asian business community. Categories include Technology Company of the Year, Manufacturing Company of the Year, Services Company of the Year, Government or NGO Organization of the Year, Fastest-Growing Company of the Year, Exporter of the Year, New Consumer Product of the Year, and New Consumer Service of the Year, among many others.

The entry deadline is February 19, 2014, but late entries will be accepted through March 12 with payment of a late fee. Winners of the Gold, Silver, and Bronze Stevies will be announced on April 1, following the initial round of judging. The region’s Grand Stevie Awardees will be announced during the much-awaited awards banquet, which will be held in Seoul, South Korea in May.
